Half Term Karting
Let’s Go Karting is a Motor Sports Association (MSA) funded initiative to attract young people to gain their first experience of karting without having to make an up-front commitment to acquire a race kart and associated safety equipment. Of the 16 venues around the UK, the Llandow Kart Club (LKC) at the South Wales Karting Centre (SWKC) at Llandow is the only circuit in Wales signed up to operate the programme. 
Although aimed at first time karters aged between 8 and 16 years the scheme goes beyond the usual ‘Arrive and Drive’ experience found at indoor ‘fun’ circuits. The drivers are provided with race suits, helmets and specially prepared karts. Qualified instructors advise on race skills and, above all, safety.  Finally the drivers are allowed to try their newly acquired knowledge on a real racing track.

Over the Half Term break the Let’s Go Karting scheme will be offered during the week. Dates and times can be found by contacting the SWKC on 01446 795568.
Some youngsters may want to go further in the sport of karting. The LKC and SWKC offer a  Junior Race Academy, which extends the race skills to enable drivers to complete a course of six lessons, pass a test of skill and knowledge, and graduate to a standard recognised as an MSA licensed driver entitled to race in club and national championships.  

In addition to open competition and sportsmanship, young drivers learn a host of transferable skills including the safety and mechanics of their karts, the physical fitness required, comradeship with fellow drivers, confidence and how to be part of a team.
